Pray Like a Saint by Matthew Leonard 

 

There were 2 different speakers in this series.  I found them both easy to listen to and inspirational.   

 

The first was Matthew Leonard who resides in Ohio.  He spoke about the purpose of prayer and learning to pray.  We learn 
how to pray from the Saints who have gone before us.  Prayer gives us life, joins us to God.  He describes the 3 stages of 
prayer.  Stage 1 is vocal prayer, which is all the prayers we have been taught.  Stage 2 is meditation, where we encounter 
Christ.  Stage 3 is Contemplation, a close sharing with God and a deep awareness of God in your daily life.   

 

The second speaker was Father Burke Masters, he talks about his journey to priesthood, and how prayer brought him to Je-
sus Christ.  It is an amazing story growing up in a home where they did not go to church.  To attending a Catholic high 
school, to play baseball.  He became fascinated with our Catholic faith and was baptized his senior year.  He later played 
baseball in college and the minor leagues, left it all to follow Christ’s calling for him to become a priest.  He shares great 
insights on setting your priorities and following your heart.
